INCLEMENT WEATHER & STUDIO CLOSINGS 
We follow HARFORD COUNTY SCHOOL system for closings. 

When will dance class not be held?   

• Days Harford County schools are scheduled to be closed dance classes are cancelled. See Calendar 

listing for this year’ breakdown of dates. 
• Dance classes are cancelled when Harford County announces schools closed for bad weather, 

emergency or other reason. 
• After school hours or Saturday classes cancelled if all Parks and Rec activities are cancelled due to 

weather or emergency. 

• If schools have delayed opening ONLY classes from 9:00 - 3:00 are cancelled. (this is due to the 
change in bus schedule) All classes from 4:00 on are held as scheduled. 

• Early Dismissal due to bad weather evening classes cancelled from 4:00 on. 
• Scheduled early dismissal days for elementary schools, teacher planning… ONLY classes from 9:00 

- 3:00 are cancelled. (this is due to the change in bus schedule) All classes from 4:00 on are held 
as scheduled.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



What to Wear? 
 

 

Q: What style and color leotard and tights should my child wear? 

A:  We do not have requirements on style or color. Your child just needs to wear a leotard, tights 

and the appropriate shoes as listed below. Leggings and skirts are optional. 

 Older students or jazz only can wear ‘jazz’ dance wear, such as shorts, sweat type pants, t-shirts, 

etc.   

 

Q::What style and color ballet/tap/jazz shoe should we purchase? 

A: BALLET: Pink ballet shoes, no ‘bedroom’ slipper style please as they are not safe.   

 JAZZ: a jazz shoe or ballet shoe may be worn.
